In the structure of optical cables, fiber optic sheath reinforcement refers to some materials such as glass fibers
that are woven or twisted inside the cable to enhance the structural strength of the cable.

Mechanical
properties for different cable types are set with armoring and strength members.

Most cables get their strength from an aramid fiber (Kevlar is the duPont trade name), a unique polymer thread
that is very strong but does not stretch - so pulling on it will not stress the other componentsin ...

Sheathings designed to be totally opaque (PVC, silicone) should be considered, and in the case of
multi-channel construction, both sender and receiver fibers should be individually sheathed inside alarger ...

This article examines the key components that make up a fiber optic cable including the core, cladding,
coating, strengthening fibers and cable jacket.

A high-strength optical cable, which is provided with an outer sheath (1), a plurality of optical communication
components (2) and afirst reinforcement member (3).
